I. Administration — Hue Lien Duxbury: Allen made a motion to approve the minutes
from September 2006 and Peter seconded. Motion was approved.

II. President’s Report — Andrea Finger: The National Assembly will be considering
eight different changes to National bylaws. Dan and Geri will present recommendations
at the November meeting.

I11. Finance — Christy Pain and Peter Scott: (October checking report attached) (2006
year-to-date report attached) Following a review of the year-to-date report, the idea of
raising luncheon prices for 2007 was presented and the Board was asked to be prepared
to vote on this topic at the next meeting. Although the Media Roundtable and Carmine
Gallo programs were profitable, the Chapter is generally not breaking even on programs.
In the 2006 membership survey, a majority found a $5 increase in luncheons acceptable
and FPRA is also considering raising luncheon price.

IV. Sunshine District Conference — Lorelie Johnson: Quasi committee has formed.
Research on locations and dates is being conducted with preference given to July 26-28
and the Contemporary. No contract has been signed yet. Andrea asked for a Proforma to
be developed for the November board meeting to include goals of attendance, cost of
Contemporary, etc.

V. Programs — Kena Lewis and Lorelie Johnson: Carmine Gallo program successful
in bringing in new memberships. Next event is Wednesday, Oct 25, 5:30p —7:30p
Ultimate Mixer at City Arts Factory. Admission is $15. Profits will be split for
attendance between the four host organizations — FPRA, PRSA, OAF, and AMA.
November topic is Social Responsibility — Rick Walsh and is sponsored by Disney and
Florida’s Blood Centers. Dec 7 program topic is “past presidents.”

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Addendum to October 2006 PRSA — Orlando Chapter Board Meeting Minutes

Summary:

It was learned that the Chapter neglected to bring to vote the nominating committee
selections for the 2007 Board of Directors. This misstep was corrected when the
President immediately presented the situation to the Board via an email communication
on October 20, where they were asked to approve the nominating committee as it stands.
Board members were allowed 48 hours to share their thoughts and comments and cast
their vote. Michael Ertel made a motion to approve, Bette Jore seconded the motion, and
Cluny McCaffrey, Kena Lewis, Kathy Harper, Becky Niemann, Dawn Vaughn and
Sabrina Heise, and Dan Ward delivered additional support. The President then asked for
any dissenting votes and none were delivered. The nominating committee was approved
on October 24.

Traditionally, this committee has been selected by the President. But, after reviewing the
bylaws with Hue Lien this week, we discovered that the proper procedure is to seek prior
board approval for the nominating committee. I should have been aware of this step
before I asked Geri Evans, Christy Pain, Lorelie Johnson and Scott Toncray to serve on
this ad-hoc committee. Because of their thoughtful consideration, we have a very strong
board proposed for next year and I hope we can maintain that slate and advance it to our
membership in a timely way. I'm very sorry I overlooked this critical step.

So, where do we go from here? We still must meet deadlines in our communication to
members, but I'd also like to be sure the board is comfortable with my proposed
nominating committee. I believe if the board will accept my recommendations for a
nominating committee, we can still move forward and meet our deadline to our
membership.

One idea is for me to ask the board to approve the nominating committee as it stands, and
then we can continue to keep the slate moving forward. Another idea is to name another
nominating committee, which could delay the process, and perhaps not change the
outcome.

Those are a couple of my thoughts. If there are other ideas, I’'m open to them. I'm very
sorry for this mistake and hope that we can easily overcome this.
